EVERY student must complete a minimum TOTAL OF 50 HOURS OF SERVICE in order to
graduate. The same requirement is applicable to TRANSFER STUDENTS. Each year, students
must complete the minimum number of hours:

MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS EACH YEAR:

Freshmen 10 hours

Sophomores 15 hours

Juniors 15 hours

Seniors 10 hours

TOTAL 50 hours (minimum during career at CBA)
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Senior Service Hours must be completed by January. Starting the Service during the summer can ease
the time constraints of Senior Year. Freshmen, Sophomores or Juniors are encouraged to get started
over the summer, especially those students, like the athletes, who have tremendous time commitments.
Underclassmen are required to have their hours completed by March.

1. Submit proposal online to the Service Committee describing what you are going to do and for
what organization.
